INCOMES AND INCOME TAX: - Estimates of the National Income in the year 1043 compared with Sigures of
incomes assessed for income tax and particulars of income tax Uabilities.

DEMOGRAPHY. Migration and Naturalization, — During the month of December, 1944, persons arriving
in Palestine (not including members of H.M. Forces) numbered 17,564; persons departing numbered 15,109. The total
number of registered immigrants was 2,250, as compared with 1914 in December, 1943. Of the total immigrants
825 came from Rumania, 295 from Bulgaria and 202 from Yemen and Aden.

The total number of travellers arriving in Palestine was 10,718, as compared with 10,289 in December, 1943,
Persons naturalized numbered 610,

PRODUCTION. Fishing. — The catch of sea fish in December, 1944, at 259 tons, was 4.9 per cent. above
that recorded in the preceding month, and 49.7 per cent. above the yield recorded in December, 1943. The catch of
lake fish during the month under review, at 86 tons, was 405.9 per cent. above that recorded in December, 1943, and
437.6 per cent. above that recorded in the preceding month.

Tebacco. — The output of tobacco, tombac, cigarettes, etc. in December, 1944, at 101 tons, was 2.9 per cent.
below that of the previous month (104 tons) and 19.2 per cent. below the average monthly figure for 1943

Inmtoxicating liguors. — The production of beer in December, 1944, at 1,610,331 litres, mostly used for local
consumption, was 2.8 per cent. above that of the previous month (1,566,843 litres), and 24.3 per cent. above that of
December, 1943,

Construction. — The floor area of new building authorized in the four main towns of Palestine in December,
1944, was 7,708 square meters, as compared with 11,232 in the preceding month and 3,890 in December, 1943,

PRICES. — Wholesale Prices. — The general index number of wholesale prices in the month of December,
1944, amounted to 328.4 (based on June, 1936 = 100), being 3.5 per cent. lower than in the previous month and only
3.3 per cent. higher than in December, 1943. The decrease during the month was the result of decreases in the prices
of commedities in the“other foods, fruits and vegetables” and “fuel and miscellaneous” categories. A rise of 2.0 per
cent. was recorded in the first category "grain and meat”. The aggregate increase in the general index number since
the outbreak of war (August, 1939) amounted to 253.9 per. cent. 1

The principal commodities in which price decreases were cbserved were: kersenneh, lentils, tomatoes, carrots,
beets and grapefruit in the food categories and soap and heavy oils in the “fuel and miscellaneous” category. Higher
prices were observed in the case of eggs and olive oil.

Retail Prices of Food. — (a) Arab markets. — The index number of retail prices of food prevailing in Arab
markets for January, 1945, was 155.83 (based on January, 1942 = 100), being 2.01 points or 1.31 per cent. higher
than in the previous month and 15.36 points or 10.93 per cent. higher than in January, 1944. Increases were recorded
during the month in each of the markets, namely, Jerusalem (2.64 points or 1.73 per cent.), Jaffa (1.85 points or
1.17 per cent.) and Haifa (1.53 points or 1.02 per cent.).

The increase in the food index during the month was due to a rise of 7.21 per cent. in the "fruits and
vegetables” index. A slight fall (0.41 per cent.) was recorded in the prices of “other foodstuffs”, due to decreases
in the average prices of olive ofl (from 378 to 370 mils per kgm.) and eggs fresh (from 35 to 33.5 mils each).

The list of vegetables for January consists of 10 items 7 of which were controlled, and the list of Ffruits
includes 5 items one of which, bananas, was controlled.

(b) Jewish markets. — The index number of retail prices of food prevailing in Jewish markets for January,
1945, was 146.17 (based on January, 1942 = 100), being 2.89 points or 2.02 per cent. higher than in the previous
month and 855 points or 6.21 per cent. higher than in January, 1944. Increases were recorded during the month
in each of the markets, namely, Jerusalem (3.30 points or 2.31 per cent.), Tel Aviv (2.14 points or 1.50 per cent.)
and Haifa (3.23 points or 2.24 per cent.).

The increase in the food index during the month was due to a rise of 7.85 per cent. ip the “fruits and
vegetables” index and a rise of 0.89 per cent. in the prices of "other foodstuffs”. Increases were recorded in the
average prices of poultry (from 1070 to 1098 mils per kgm.), eggs fresh (from 31 to 31.8 mils each) and haricot
beans (from 119 to 144 mils per kgm.). A decrease took place in the price of fish fresh (from 611 to 590 mils
per kgm.).

IﬂThe list of vegetables for January consists of 7 items 6 of which were controlled, and the list of fruits includes
3 jtems one of which, bananas, was controlled.

Cest of Living. — The Wages Committee Index for January, 1945, was 254, as compared with 252 in the
previous month and 233 in January, 1944. .

The increage in the course of the month which amounted mﬂ??puunhm_ﬂiewdhmmm
“all groups” index of 0.77 per ceot. in the case of Arab markets and 1.19 per cent. in the case of Jewish markets.
The food index increased by 1.65 per cent., while the other indices remained unchanged.

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FINANCE.—Government Revenue and Expenditure. — The final figures for October, 1944, show that revenue
amounted to LP.1,515,627 and expenditure to LP.028561 leaving & surplus of LP.587,066. Revenue in October
includes a contribution from the Palestine Currency Board of LP.400,000. In December, 1944, provisional revenue
amounted to LP.1,243,000 and expenditure to LP.2,385,000 resulting in a deficit of LP.1,142,000. Compared with
November, 1944, provisional revenpe in December rose by LP.184,000 or 17.3 per cent. and expenditure by LP.1,319,000
or 123.7 per cent. mainly due to the fact that this expenditure figure includes subsidization of essential commodities
etc. which is accounted for once every three months. Compared with December a year ago revenue and expenditure
increased respectively by LP.268,846 or 7.6 per cent. and LP.608,251 or 342 per cent.

Currency in Circulation. — Total currency in circulation continued to rise reaching a new peak figure of
LP.41,676,602 at the end of January. 1945, an increase of LP.160,000 or 0.39 per cent. as compared with the
previous month and LP5,297,810 or 146 per cent. as compared with the figure a year ago.

Banking. — The upward trend of total deposits held by banks and credit co-operative societies continued in
December, 1944, reaching a new peak figure of LP.71,135,485, exclusive of LP.3,933,439 balances held by banks for
credit co-operative societies. The increase in total deposits amounted to [P.1,939.352 or 2.8 per cent. compared
with the previous month and LP.17.519,277 or 32.6 per cent. compared with a year ago. Both demand and time
deposits increased during the month, the former by LP.1,838,664 and the latter by LP.100,688. The ratio of demand
deposits to time deposits was 90.2 to 9.8 when total deposits are taken as 100,

The trend of total credit granted by banks and credit co-operative societies continued upwards in December,
1944. The increase during the month was LP.308,060 from LP.16,396,345 in November to LP.16,704.414 in December,
1944, As compared with December a year ago. total credit granted increased during the year by LP.3,508,067. But
while advances to customers increased during the month under review by LP.524,359, bills discounted decreased by
LP.216,290. The ratio of total credit granted to total deposits was 23.5 per cent.

Companies. — Seventy-four new local companies were registered in January, 1945, with LP.479,282 of share
capital, as compared with sixty-four companies with LP.232.350 of share capital registered in the previous month
and sixty-one companies with LP.356,328 of share capital registered in Januray, 1944, Seventeen companies increased
their share capital by a total of LP.299,120 in January, 1945, as compared with nineteen companies increasing their
capital by a total of LP.249,340 in December, 1944, and sixteen companies increasing their capital by a total of
LP.301,200 in January, 1944. No decreases in share capital were recorded in the month under review. During the
same month one foreign company was registered.

Land Transfers. — In November, 1944, land transactions involved an area of 12,504 dunums valued at
LP.1,094,162, as compared with 11,059 dunums valued at LP93878] in the previous month and 14,625 dunums
valued at LP.852,183 in November, 1943.

Mortgages. —New mortgages amounting to [LP.324,907 and transfers of mortgages amounting to LP.52,656 were
registered in November, 1944, as compared with new mortgages amounting to LP.241,482 and transfers of mortgages
amounting to LP.14,308 registered in October, 1944,

EMPLOYMENT. — FEmployment in the Third Quarter of 1944.

Volume. — The volume of employment in manufacturing industry in the third quarter of 1944 was, as a whole,
somewhat higher than that in the second quarter of 1944, but not as high as in June, 1944. There were seasonal
decreases in certain branches in August due to leave taken by the employees and shortage of work. The decrease
in August is most noticeable in the food, leather and diamond industries. The big decrease in diamonds in August
was due to the temporary suspension of work in order to afford leave to all employees. On the other hand, increases
were recorded in chemicals, textiles and wood.

A slight increase is recorded in conmstruction in July, but figures were again on a lower level in August and
September.

Daily Pay-roll and Daily Rate of Earning. — The total pay-roll in manufacturing industries showed a marked
increase in the third quarter of 1944 with a slight relapse in August. Increases were recorded in tobacco, chemicals,
wood, paper, textiles and non-metallic minerals (especially in September). Lower figures are shown in metal products,
diamonds and leather. The index of daily pay-roll should, however, not be viewed in isolation, but related to the
level of volume of employment; this is measured by the daily rate of earning (per person per working day, for
salaried and daily-paid combined). The index of daily rate of earning in manufacturing industries was 154.4 both
in July and in August, 1944, rising to 157.5 in September. This increase in September is partly due to the payment
of holiday bonuses on the occasion of the Jewish and Moslem holidays. In construction the index of earnings
re;dud a peak in August, while in transportation the peak in the index of earnings was reached in September,
(242.9) due mainly to the payment of heavy bonuses in respect of the holiday season. '

VITAL STATISTICS OF PALESTINE.
THIRD QUARTER, 1944

NOTE. — Vital Statistics are published by the Department of Statistics in collaboration with the Department of
Health and with the District Administration, all tables being compiled from the notification forms received from the
public by those Departments. For an account of the method of collection and compilation the reader is referred to
the Annual Vital Statistics Bulletin No. 1/1938, and to the Annual Report of the Department of Health for the

same Yyear.

NOTES ON THE QUARTER.

+ — The de facto population of Palestine is estimated to have numbered 1727780 persons on
30th September, 1944, The estimated settled population, not including the nomads, numbered 1661 233 at the same
date. This estimate of the settled population includes 901 (68 Moslems, or 5.7 per cent. of the total; 521,564 Jews,
or 31.4 per cent; 134,508 Christians, or 8.1 per cent,; and 14,002 Others, or 0.8 per cent. Members of His Majesty's
Forces are excluded from all estimates. During the third quarter the estimated settled population increased by

-

13,303 persons, there being a natural increase of 1037 and a net increase by migration of 24

Births. — The total number of births registered in the third quarter of 1944 was 15,457, as compared with 17,503
in the previous guarter and 15,514 in the third quarter of 1943, The equivalent annual birth rate was 47.2 per
thousand of settled population, as compared with 487 per thousand in the same quarter of 1£43. The rate per
thousand was highest among Moslems (43.Y) and lowest among Jews (26.9). Regionally, it was highest in Khan
Yunis (66), Majdal (61), Hebron (57), Beisan and Lydda (54) and Gaza (51). It was lowest in Affule {18}, Beisan
villages (19), Nathanya (20} and Ramallah and Tel Aviv (25).

Deaths: — The total number of deaths registered in the third quarter of 1944 was 5,078, as compared with
4775 in the previous guarter. The equivalent annual death rate, per thousand of settled population, was 122
The rate was highest among Moslems (15.8) and lowest among Jews (6.0). Regionally, it was highest in Beersheba
(40), Safad villages (24), Acre and Hebron (23) and Majdal (21). It was lowest in Affule (2), Hedera, Rehovoth
and Shafa 'Amr (4), Khan Yunis and Nathanya (5), Beisan villages (6) and Tel Aviv, Petah Tigva and Jaffa
villages (7).

The median age of all persons who died in the third quarter of 1144 was a little over two years ie. halt
the deaths took place below this age and half above. The median age for Moslems was about one and a half years,
while the median age for Jews lay in the age group of 30 — 34

Causes of Death: — From 1st January, 1941, a new classification of the Causes of Death has been adopted,
based on the Fifth Decennial Revision by the International Commission in Paris, 1938. The changes are on the
whole minor ones but they make it impossible to construct historical tables linking the two periods unless these are
accompanied by a good deal of explanation. Deaths of town-dwellers, classified according to the Abridged List
are shown in this Bulletin for the first three quarters of 1944 and the last quarter of 1943.  Since certification
of the cause of death is not possible in the villages, no ade quate statistics of causes of death in these areas can be given.
Qut of a total of 2,120 deaths of town-dwellers, the cause of death was sufficiently well specified to enable it to be
classified according to the International List in all but 151 cases. The ten principal causes were as follows :—

: Diarrhoea and enteritis constituted the main cause both in Jaffa and in “all towns”. Pneumonia and hrou:llm-u

’ pneumonia were next in importance in “all towns" as well as in each of the four towns.

Infant Deaths: — Deaths of infants (under one year of age) registered during the gquarter numbered 1,738,
' as compared with 1,492 in the previous quarter. The infant mortality rate for the quarter, the ratio of the number
of deaths of infants to the number of live births in the same quarter, was |12 per thousand. It was highest among
Moslems (139 per 1,000) and lowest among Jews (38 per 1,000). Regionally, it was highest in,Beersheba (396),
: Safad villages (281), Bethlehem (217), Acre (185), Jaffa (183), Majdal (180), Ramallah villages and Hebron (168)
Gaza l':li'?]l. Jerusalem villages (157) and Safad (151). No cases of infant deaths were recorded in Affule and il;

Shafa ‘Amr. The lowest rates were recorded in Khan Yunis (6), Beisan (17), Beit-Jala (26) and Tel Aviv (39).

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Infectious diseases:— The total number of reported new cases of twenty-eight infectious diseases in the third
quarter of 1941 was 1321 and deaths from these diseases numbered 168. The greatest number of cases were reported
in respect of typhoid (449), measles (173), tuberculosis {147), scarlet fever (104), diphtheria (102), dysentery (89)
and typhus (87). The cases of typhoid were reported principally in Acre and District  (70), Tel Aviv and
Settlements (69), Haifa (54) and Jerusalem (52). :

Marriages and Divorces: — 4 244 marriages were notified as taking place during the quarter, as compared
with 4,230 in the previous quarter and 5,119 in the third quarter of 1943 The equivalent annual marriage rate
for the quarter was 10.2] per 1,000 of settled population.

Y97 divorces were notified as taking place during the quarter. The rate of divorces per thousand marriages
was 178; among Moslems it was 145 and among Jews 274 .

for the year 1939 are republished to illustrate the changes that have taken place in the structure of trade .in the course
of the war years. For reasons of security figures relating to the trade in petroleum products, certain d‘j-E’II‘.I.‘II{:Els
(mainly exports) and rubber manufactures are excluded from the groups and totals for 1943. The comparability of
the figures for 1943 and 1939 is impaired by the fact that the 1939 figures do not include figures G[. I:he.tradtf w%th
Trans-Jordan. Further lack of comparability arises from the existence in the later period of the Haifa oil refineries
which in addition to supplying the country's oil requirements formerly supplied from abroad, account for }arge
items of imports of unrefined oil and exports of refined products. As such imports and exports are at present omitted,
this lack of comparability is minimized. The phenomenal growth of the wvaluable diamond trade since 1939 further

complicates comparison with that year.

The average annual cost of the country's imports, other than the excluded items, during the four war years
will be seen to have amounted to approximately LP.15.5 million, the 1943 cost being 46 per cent. higher than the
1939 cost. The change in the aggregate money cost of our imports does not reflect the changes which have taken
place in the structure and volume of the import trade. The structure of the import trade has changed substantially
under war conditions as can be seen by the following table in which the value of imports in each class is shown as a
percentage of total imports.

. It will be seen below that the changes in the proportion of imports in each class are the result of reductions
in the total volume which have imposed reductions of varying degree on each class of imports. The extent of the
country's dependence on imported food is reflected by the fact that food, drink and tobacco imports proved wvery
inelastic and yielded less to the overall reduction than other imports. In the past three years imports of food have
averaged about 75 per cent. of the pre-war volume although they have been obtained at relatively higher average
values than imports of other classes owing to their having been obtained to a considerable extent from more expensive
sources of supply. The proportion of food imports to total imports, which in 1939 amounted to only 28 per cent.,
had by 1943 increased to 50 per cent. Imports of raw materials and unmanufactured articles as reflected in the above
table are swollen by the inclusion of diamonds in the later years, without which they would represent a much smaller
proportion of the total. Manufactured articles showed the greatest reduction having fallen from 63 per cent. of the
value of total imports in 1939 to 29 per cent. in 1943.

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by revaluing the quantities of each imported item (as far as possible) on the basis of jts average value in a base year.
The relation between the aggregate value of imports so revalued and the aggregate value of imports in the base year
being unaffected by price changes gives a quantitative indication of the changes that have taken place in the physical
volume of imports between the two periods. This is the method which has been employed by the Department of
Statistics In the calculation of these indices in the past. The great disadvantage of such an index is that owing
to the nature of its construction it cannot take account of changes in the quality of the commodities imported. During
the war years the changed quality of imports has been a factor of such importance that it impairs the utility of
all calculations of the volume of imports based on comparisons of average values between the years 1939 and 1943,
A further limitation of the accuracy of the indices of volume and average value arises from the fact that while the
volume index is weighted according to the average values obtaining in the base year, the average value index is
weighted according to the quantity of each item in the later year. The change in the composition of the import trade
has been so pronounced that widely differing results are obtained according to the year chosen for weighting
purposes. Thus the increase in the average value of all imports in 1943 as compared with 1939 amounts to 275
per cent. if the composition of trade in 1943 is used as the basis, On the other hand if the composition of trade in
1939 is used as the basis, the increase amounts to 318 per cent’ due to the influence of imports at very high prices
of small guantities of commadities which in 1939 were imported in large gquantities. In the same way two different
indices of volume are obtained varying between 41 per cent. of the 1939 total according to the Ffirst method and 32
per cent. according to the second method. The geometric average of the indices calculated on the weights of the
two years 1939 and 1943 would indicate that the volume of imports in 1943 amounted to 36 per cent. of the 1939
total and was 267 per cent. higher in average walue. As a result of his research into the composition of imports
in the years 1939 to 1943 the Government Statistician considers that the index figures obtained by the first method
referred to above, which is the method hitherto employed by the Department of Statistics, are ‘the most applicable to the
circumstances prevailing between the years 1939 and 1943, It is considered, however, that in the compilation of similar
index figures for subsequent years, it may be necessary to make use of a method which takes account of changes
in the composition of the trade in the two years compared. The following table sets out the indices of volume
and average value compiled on the old basis for each class of imports during the years 1941 to 1943. In the calculation
of the index figures, changes in the imports of petroleum products and diamonds have not been taken into account but
estimates of imports from Trans-Jordan in the year 1939 have been included for the purpose of improving the
comparability of the figures,

The reduction in imports brought about by the circumstances of war has been greatest in the case of
manufactured articles which in 1943 amounted to only 20 per cent. of the 1939 figure. Imports of food and raw
materials remained high. in comparison with 1939 at the figures of 71 per cent. and 83 per cent. respectively. The
increase in the volume of imports of live animals in class IV was due to the increased import of camels formerly
used exclusively as beasts of burden but now used for food, as well. Increases in average values were greatest in the
case of imports of food, drink and tobacco, being 236 per cent. higher than in 1939, and least in the case of raw
materials and unmanufactured articles which were 188 per cent. higher in average value than in 1939.

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RETAIL PRICES AND COST OF LIVING.
RETAIL PRICES AND COST OF LIVING.

The present series of cost-of-living index numbers are based on January, 1942, as 100. A description of the

method of construction of the series and particulars of the old retail price index which the present series superseded,

were published in the June, 1943, issue of the General Monthly Bulletin of Current Statistics. Important supplementary
material also appeared in the March, 1944, and June, 1944, issues.

The “all groups” index number for all markets represents a combination of a series of index numbers which
measure price changes according to three characteristics viz :— (1) Type of market {Arab or Jewish), (2) Locality
(the four main towns), (3) Type of commeodity or service (five groups and nineteen sub-groups). Equal weight is
given to the two types of markets and the four localities. The weights allotted to the five groups of commodities
and services are based on the distribution of expenditure of working class families in January, 1942, as established
by the family expenditure inquiry undertaken early in 1942. Expressed as per cent. the weights are as followss :—

In the Arab basket: food, 57.37: housing, 16.05; fuel and light, 3.17; clothing and footwear, 7.36;

miscellanecus 16.05.
In the Jewish basket: food, 56.82; housing 18.18; fuel and light 2.48; clothing and footwear, 7.34:
miscellaneous 15.18.

The food group index number is made up of two sub-group index numbers, namely, “fruits and vegetables”
and “other foodstuffs”. The weights given to these two sub-groups are: in the Arab food index, 17.63 per cent.
to fruits and vegetables and 82.37 per cent. to other foodstuffs; in the Jewish food index, 15.44 per cent. to fruits
and vegetables and 84.56 per cent. to other foodstuffs.

WAGES COMMITTEE INDEX.

In accordance with a recommendation of the Wages Committee, which reported to Government in March, 1943,
the average of the Arab and Jewish Cost-of-living index numbers, the all-markets index, 1s multiplied by 1.75 to produce
a single index, called the Wages Committee Index. The figure 1.75 is regarded as a link between the average level
of the cost-of-living immediately before the war and the level in January, 1942, on which all the calculated index
numbers are based. The Wages Committee Index is therefore strictly based on January, 1942, as 175, but it Is

mygmou loosely understood as being based on “pre-war” as 100. The Wages Committee Index is shown iIn

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CREDIT CO-OPERATIVE SOCIETIES.

Monthly statements of assets and liabilities are submitted by credit co-operative societies to the Registrar
of Co-operative Societies on a wvoluntary basis. The number of regularly reporting societies dropped as from

November, 1940, to 85, and in August 1943 to 84. The statistics in table 8 are compiled from the returns sub-
mitted by B4 societies of which 33 are urban and 51 rural societies.

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INCOMES AND INCOME TAX IN PALESTINE IN THE YEAR 1943.

Introduction.

In the August, 1944, issue of the General Monthly Bulletin of Current Statistics, estimates were published of
the National Income of Palestine in the year 1943 compiled by the Government Statistician. Figures have now become
available from the records of the Commissioner of Income Tax covering assessable incomes earned during the year
ended 31st March, 1943. The income tax statistics contain information which, read in conjunction with the figures of
national income, throw some light on the distribution of _wgalt_h‘ in Palestine and the incidence of income tax on the
different income earning classes of the community.

The concept of national income is very different from the concept of income for tax purposes. Assessable
income or income for the purpose of the Income Tax Ordinance is a particular class of money income as defined
by law and relates exclusively to incomes of the following kinds :—

a) gains or profits from any trade, business, profession or vocation;

b} gains or profits from any employment:
c) the net annual value of land and improvements thereon used by or on behalf of the owner or used rent

free by the occupier, for the purpose of residence or enjoyment, and not for the purpose of gain or profit:

d) dividends, interest or discounts;

e} any pension, charge or annuity;

f) rents, royalties, premiums and any other profits arising from property;

g) the value of any produce receivable in respect of the use of capital, property, seed or stock for the purpose

of husbandry or any share of profits receivable in respect of such use.

Assessable income as the term is used in the following analysis covers only such incomes as were assessed and
found liable to pay income tax. It therefore excludes all incomes below the taxable minimum. In particular it
excludes all incomes of single individuals not exceeding LP.200 per annum and all incomes of married individuals
not exceeding LP.300 while if the individual has children the tax free income is increased by LP.40 for the First
child, LP.30 for the second, LP.20 for the third and LP.10 for the fourth. A married couple who are both in receipt
of assessable income are treated as one taxpayer.

National income on the other hand, is an economic concept which attempts to measure the aggregate money
value of the annual stream of goods and services produced by the inhabitants of a country. It thus includes many
classes of income of economic importance which are excluded from the purview of the Income Tax Commissioner
because they are not capable of being isolated as money income in the hands of an individual or because the
individual's share in the aggregate is either not measurable or is smaller than the legal minimum below which the
income is exempt from tax. Examples of such incomes are the services of Government Departments and local
government authorities, family labour in agriculture and small scale enterprises and all incomes below the taxable
minimum. The difference between the two concepts does not, however, diminish the importance of the knowledge
to be gained by their comparison. Changes in the proportion existing between assessable income and national income
will indicate changes in the standard of living, in the distribution of wealth and in the efficiency of the administration
of the Tax Ordinance.

Size of the National Income and Assessable Income.

The estimated national income in the year 1943 amounted to LP.90,000,000, while the assessable income i.e.
the aggregate of incomes on which tax was actually paid, amounted to LP.22,051,841 or 24.4 per cent. of the national
income. As the mean population of 1943 amounted to 1,582,800 the national income was equivalent to LP.56.9 per
head of population and the assessable income was egquivalent to LP.13.93 per head. The number of individuals
found liable to tax was 25,226 persons and 1,201 companies, the number of persons being equivalent to 16 persons in
every thousand of the total population. The total tax assessed amounted to LP.2,615894 of which LP.1,213,215 was
assessed on individuals and LP.1,402,679 on companies. The average assessment was LP.48 per individual and
LP.1,168 per company.

The Incidence of Tax on the Distributed Product of Industry.

The following table shows the main sources of the national income in 1943 distinguishing the part attributable
to wages and salaries :—

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It is unfortunately not possible to give figures of assessable income for each separate source but it is hoped
in the compilation of future income tax statistics to obtain such detail. The following table shows the source of

In all tables “chargeable income” is to be taken to mean the taxable balance of income after deduction
of allowances :—

It will be seen that of the total national income from wages, salaries, professions and vocations amounting to
LP.48 million, LP.6.4 million was assessed for tax in the sum of LP.0.2 million. The rate of income tax on the com-
munity's wages, salaries etc. income was therefore in the region of 0.4 per cent. Of_l the natiopal income from
sources other than wages, salaries, professions and vocations amounting to LP.42 million approximately LP.15.7 million
was assessed for tax in the sum of LP.2.4 million. It should be borne in mind, however, that the figures relating to
the national income from property etc. include the incomes of farmers, and owners of small enterprises in the industrial
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and commercial field where the income attributable to the efforts of the owner, his family and all l‘.‘lthi.!r u‘npaid help
is not capable of being isolated from the total income. As an example of the size of the incomes of this kind classed
under “income from property etc.” in the above table it may be noted that agricultural subsistence incomes (i.e. the
value of the produce estimated to be retained by farmers for the subsistence of the farmer and his family) .elmo'unted
to £4.4 million in 1943. The above table, therefore, does not give an adequate representation of the incidence of

tax on property incomes as compared with incomes derived from labour.

As the Income Tax Ordinance does not discriminate in favour of earned income as compared with unearned
income; it is clear from these Ffigures that there is less inequality of distribution of the total income from labour
than there is of the total income from property etc. That is to say, that a large part of the assessable income shown
as attributable to labour was very near the tax exemption limit, while a large part of the income from property etc.
was derived from the higher income groups where tax rates were heavier. The following table shows details of
assessable incomes and tax levied on individuals and companies distinguishing incomes from wages, salaries, professions
and vocations, according to size of chargeable income: —

It will be seen that 3,036 assessments on individual chargeable incomes over LP.600 and company incomes over LP.1,000
derived from property, accounted for 47 per cent. of the total income assessed and furnished no less than 86 per cent.

Income tax being a source of revenue dev
only with the income status of the individual and not with his religious or racial grouping. Unlike the municipal rate

payer who by his residence within a municipality gives tacit assent to the collective purchase of services through
the medium of rates, the income tax payer cannot contract out of his tax liability by changing his location; nor can
he measure the tax he pays against the services he receives. The income tax payer has to pay tax
on no other basis than that of his share in the aggregate product which the labour and material and natural resources
of the country yield and which the existence of an ordered community endows with wvalue. MNevertheless in a
country where differences of racial characteristics are concomitant with differences of economic condition it is useful
to utilize racial groupings of assessable income and tax payable for the information they provide concerning the
distribution of wealth and sources of imcome in the different racial groups.

STATISTICS OF EMPLOYMENT AND PAY-ROLLS.

For an explanation of the method of collection and compilation of statistics of employment and pay-rolls,

reference should be made to an article on pages 111 to 114 of the General Monthly Bulletin for March, 1944. That
article discussed the items of data reported, and the statistics compiled from the reported data. It described
the method of presentation of the 1938-1942 statistics and the new method adopted from the beginning of 1943. The
brief notes given below refer only to the statistics from January, 1943, onwards, For details of employment statistics
month by month in the years 1938 to 1942, the reader is referred to the annual Statistical Abstract
of Palestine, 1939 to 1943 issues.

3. Establishments are classified according to the branch of ecomomic activity in which they are engaged

irrespective of whether they are managed by Government or by private persons. For example, Public Works are

included under construction, Railway Workshops under manufacturing and repair (machinery) and Railway Traffic
Department under transport. For each group of employers the totals of the original items of data are compiled as
follows : total number of salaried employees (=A); total number monthly pay-roll of salaried employees (=25B):
total number of daily-paid employees (=C); total number of man-days worked per average working day by daily-
paid employees (=D): total pay-roll per average working day for daily-paid employees (=E).

These compiled totals are combined to give the statistics shown in the tables. The volume of employment is
calculated from the dally average number of employees, defined as A+D. The index of total daily pay-roll Is
calculated from the sum of B and E. The index of daily rate of earnings is obtained by dividing the index of pay-
roll by the index of volume. The intensity of employment (which is defined as the average number of man-days

. worked by each person given daily-paid employment during the month expressed as per cent. of the total number of
| working days) is obtained by dividing D by C. The average earnings per man-day of daily-paid employees are
obtained by dividing E by D and the average monthly earnings of salaried employees by dividing 25B by A.
