The figures for the vear 1043 differ from those published in the General Monthly Bulletin of Carrenl Statistics for
Febriary, T045, in that they include fugnres  relating fo the frade in peirolenm  products, chemicals and rubber manufactures
which for securify reasons were previously excinded from publicaiion, Delaited figures of the trade in individual commodities in
1043 are row publisked for the first time.

DEMOGRAPHY. Popndation The de facto population of Palestine on 30th September, 1944, is estimated
to have numbered 1,727,786 persons. During the third quarter the estimated population increased by 13,303 persons,
there being a natural increase of 10,379 persons and a net increase by migration of 2,924 persons.

Hirths, The total numhber of hirths registered in the third quarter was 15457, as compared with 15,514
registered in the same quarter of 1943. The recorded birth rate per thousand of mean settled population was 37.2, as
compared with 38.7 in the same quarter of 1943,

Deaths. — The total number of deaths registered in the third quarter was 5,078, as compared with 6,044 in

the same quarter of 1943, The recorded death rate per thousand of mean settled population was 12.2, as compared
with 15.0 in the same quarter of 1943

Infamt Deaths. — Deaths of infants under one year of age numbered 1,738, as compared with 1,845 in the same

quarter of 1943 The infant mortality rate per thousand live births was 112 as compared with 119 in the same
quarter of 1943

Migration and Naturalization. — During the month of January, 1945, persons arriving in Palestine (not including
members of HM. Forces) numbered 18,137: persons departing numbered 17,412, The total number of registered
immigrants was 1,169, as compared with 1,516 in January, 1944, Of the total immigrants, 336 came from Rumania,
238 from Poland and 200 from Yemen and Aden. The total number of travellers arriving in Palestine was 13,497,
as compared with 9,096 in January, 1944. Persons naturalized numbered 143,

PRODUCTION. Fishing. — The catch of sea fish in January, 1945, at 263 tons, was 1.5 per cent. above
that recorded in the preceding month, and 719 per cent. alove the yield recorded in January, 1944. The catch of
lake fish during the month under review, at 131 tons, was 36.5 per cent. above that recorded in January, 1944, and
52.3 per cent. above that recorded in the preceding month.

Tebacco. — The output of tobacco, tombac, cigarettes, etc. in January, 1945, at 105 tons, was 4.0 per cent.
above that of the previous month (101 tons) and 16.0 and 2.8 per cent. below the average monthly figure for 1943
and 1944 respectively.

Intexicating liguors. — The production of beer in January, 1945, at 1,513,085 litres, mostly used for local
consumption. was 6.0 per cent. below that of the previous month (1.,610,331), and 29.7 per cent. above that of
January, 1944,

Construction. — The floor area of new building authorized in the four main towns of Palestine in January,
1945, was 11,362 square metres, as compared with 7,708 ini the preceding month and 3,288 in January, 1944.

PRICES. — Wholesale Prices. — The general index number of wholesale prices in January, 1945, amounted
to 3296 (based on June, 1936=100), being 0.4 per cent. higher than in the previous month and 3.6 per cent. higher
than in January, 1944

The slight increase during the month was the result of an increase of 1.1 per cent. in the prices of foodstuffs
other than grain and meat. The remaining categories of commodities showed no change from the previous month.
The aggregate increase in the general index since the month of August 1939 amounted to 255.2 per cenb |

The principal commodities in which price ‘decreases were observed, were : Kersenneh, chick-peas, lentils, whole
and split, tomatoes, beetroots, bananas, citrus fruits and olive oil (Nabulsi) soap. On the other hand higher prices
were observed in the case of Tnuva eggs, potatoes, onions and carrots.

Retail Prices of Food, — (a) Arab markets: — The index number of retail prices of food prevailing in Arab
markets for February, 1945, was 153.91 (based on January, 1942=100), being 1.92 points or 1.23 per cent. lower than
in the previous month and 14.21 points or 10.17 per cent. higher than in February, 1944. Decreases were recorded
during the month in each of the markets, namely, Jerusalem (2.25 points or 1.45 per cent.), Jaffa (3.38 points or 2.11
per cent.) and Haifa (0.11 points or 0.07 per cent.).

The decrease in the food index during the month was due to a fall of 896 per cent 1&'?!&‘ “Eruita. and
vegetables” index. An increase of 1.19 per cent. was recorded in the prices of “other fm:_lstyﬂt m.tn incpeases
in the average prices per kilogram of olives (from 129 to 157 mils), haricot beans (from 83 to 97 mils) and olive
oil (from 370 to 378 ‘mils), while there was a decrease in the average prices of fresh eggs (from 33 to 28 mils each)
and lentils (from 55 to 50 mils per kgm.). ’ ; ; \

The list of vegetables for February consists of 10 items 7 of which were controlled, and the list of fruits

includes 5 items one of which, bananas, was controlled.
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(b) Jewish markets: — The index number of retall prices of food prevailing in Jewish markets for_ February,
1945, was 14549 (based on January, 1942=100); being 0.68 points or 0.47 per cent. lower than in the previous month,
but 8.38 points or 6.11 per cent higher than in February, 1944. Decreases were recorded in the month under rtviq:-w
in Jerusalem (1.98 points or 1.36 per cent.) and Haifa (0,59 points or 0.40 per cent.), while in Tel Aviv a slight rise
was observed (0.53 points or 0.37 per cent.). )
The decrease in the food index during the month was due to a fall of 1.2 per cent. in the “fruits and vegetables
index and a fall of 0.31 per cent. in the index number of “other foodstuffs”. Decreases were recorded in the average
prices per kilogram of poultry meat (from 1098 to 1094 mils), fresh fish (from 590 to 580 mils), and fresh eggs
{from 31.8 to 28.4 each).
% Slightly higher prices were observed for bread (in Tel Aviv), white lean cheese and pi_cklzd green olives.
The list of vegetables included in the index comsists of 7 items 5 of which were controlled and the list
of Fruits includes 2 items ome of which, bananas, was controlled.
Cest of Living.— The Wages Committee Index for February, 1945, was 253, as compared with 254 in the
previous month and 232 in February, 1944.
The fall of one point in the course of the month was the result of slight reductions in the prices of foodstuffs
in Arab markets (1.23 per cent.) and in Jewish markets (0.47 per cent.).
Apart from a fractional increase in the price index of the miscellaneous group of commeodities, the remaining
constituent Indices showed no change from the previous month.

FINANCE. —Government Revenue and Expenditure. — The final figures for December, 1944, show that revenue
amounted to LP.1,316,649 and expenditure to LP.2.116,988 resulting in a deficit of LP.800.339. In January, 1945
provisional revenue amounted to LP.1.545.000 and expenditure to LP.979.000 leaving a surplus of LP.566,000.
Compared with December, 1944. provisional revenue in January rose by LP.228,000 or 17.3 per cent. and expenditure
dropped by LP.1,138,000 or 53.8 per cent. Compared with January a year ago, revenue and expenditure increased
respectively by LP.601,800 or 63.8 per cent. and LP.83,800 or 0.6 per cent,

Currency in Circulation. — Total currency in circulation continued to rise reaching a new peak figure of
LP.42.426,602 at the end of February, 1945, an increase of LP.750,000 or 1.8 per cent, as compared with the
_previous month and LP.5987,810 or 16.4 per cent, as compared with the figure a year ago.

Banking. — The upward trend of total deposits held by banks and credit co-operative societies continued in
January, 1945, reaching a new peak figure of LP 73.370.289, exclusive of LP.4,110,348 balances held by banks for
credit co-operative societies. The increase in total deposits amounted to LP.2,234.804 or 3.0 per cent. compared with
the previous month and LP.16,035938 or 279 per cent. compared with a year ago. Both demand and time deposits
increased during the month, the former by LP.2.156.793 and the latter by LP.78,011. The ratio of demand deposits
to time deposits was 90.4 to 9.6 when total deposits are taken as 100.

The trend of total credit granted by banks and credit co-operative societies continued upwards in January,
1945. ' The increase during the month was LP.916,207, from LP.16,704,414 in December, 1944, to LP.17,620,621 in
January, 1945. As compared with January a year ago. total credit granted increased during the year by LP.3,787 981,
Advances to customers increased during the month under review by LP.493,526 and bills discounted by LP.422,681.
The ratio of total credit granted to total deposits was 24.0 per cent.

Companies. — Fifty-one new local companies were registered in February, 1945, with LP.441,101 of share
capital, as compared with seventy-four companies with LP.479,282 of share capital registered in the previous month
and forty-one companies with LP.237,474 of share capital registered in February, 1944. Fourteen companies increased
their share capital by a total of LP.577.704 in February, 1945, as compared with seventeen companies increasing their
capital by a total of LP.299,120 in January, 1945, and fifteen companies increasing their capital by a total of
LP.353,000 in February, 1944, No decreases in share capital were recorded in the month under review. During
the same month one foreign company was registered.

Land Transfers. — In December, 1944, land transactions involved an area of 10,128 dunums wvalued at
LP.1,311,284, as compared with 12,504 dunums valued at LP.1,094,162 in the previous month and 9,307 dunums valued
at LP.898,938 in December, 1943.

Mortgages. — New mortgages amounting to LP.295,920 and transfers of mortgages amounting to LP.11,722 were
registered in December, 1944, as compared with new mortgages amounting to LP.324,907 and transfers of mortgages
amounting to LP.52,656 registered in November, 1944.

NOTE. — Wholesale prices are collected weekly from wholesale merchants in the four larger towns in
the country : Jerusalem, Haifa, Tel Aviv and Jaffa. The index number of wholesale prices is computed from the
average monthly wholesale prices prevailing in Jerusalem, Haifa and Tel Aviv, expressed as ratios of the prices
prevailing in the preceding month taken as 100, To obtain a month-to-month series the monthly index is chained
on June, 1936, as base. The average monthly wholesale prices are presented in table 2.

RETAIL PRICES AND COST OF LIVING. .
“The pnmt---:u!tr&mﬂ—of—-livlng index numbers are based on January, 1942, as 100. A description of the

method of construction of the series and particulars of the old retail price index which the present series superseded,
were published in the June, 1943, issue of the General Monthly Bulletin of Current Statistics. Important supplementary
material also appeared in the March, 1944, and June, 1944, issues.

The “all groups” index number for all markets represents a combination of a series of index numbers which
measure price changes according to three characteristics viz :— (1) Type of market (Arab or Jewish), (2) Locality
(the four main towns), (3) Type of commodity or service (five groups and nineteen sub-groups). [Equal weight is
given to the two types of markets and the four localities. The weights allotted to the five groups of commodities
and services are based on the distribution of expenditure of working class families in January. 1942, as established
by the family expenditure inquiry undertaken early in 1942 Expressed as per cent. the weights are as followss :-

In the Arab basket: food, 57.37: housing, 16.05: fuel and light, 3.17; clothing and footwear, 7.36;

miscellaneous 16.05.
In the Jewish basket: food, 56.82; housing 18.18; fuel and light 2.48; clothing and footwear,
miscellaneous 15.18.

The food group index number is made up of two sub-group index numbers, namely, “fruits and vegetables”
and “other foodstuffs”’. The weights given to these two sub-groups are: in the Arab food index, 17.63 per cent.
to fruits and vegetables and 8237 per cent. to other foodstuffs; in the Jewish food index, 15.44 per cent. to fruits
and vegetables and 84.56 per cent. to other foodstuffs.

In accordance with a recommendation of the Wages Committee, which reported to Government in March, 1943,
the average of the Arab and Jewish Cost-of-living index numbers, the all-markets index, is multiplied by 1.75 to produce
a single index, called the Wages Committee Index. The figure 1.75 is regarded as a link between the average level
of the cost-of-living immediately before the war and the level in January, 1942, on which all the calculated index
numbers are based. The Wages Committee Index is therefore strictly based on January, 1942, as 175, but it is
'l.;.s::lllyzqzm loosely understood as being based on “pre-war” as 100. The Wages Committee Index is' shown in
