Mr. Fasheh was present and
escorted him to whe regis-

trar’'s office where wz sat 1o
conduct our interview:

We began the interview by
asking ‘Mr. Fasheh to in-
troduce himself yo the College
Swdents , regarding his edu-
cation ., degrees ., current iob
and place of wresidence at

present
Mr. Fasheh seemed to
think for a moment after

which he replied , I had my
Bsc from AUB and Msc
from [Florida State  Univer-
sity. My Major field is Maths
and minor physics . 1 taught
at B.Z.C for 4 years , and at
present 1 am teaching at
Northern Virginia Communi-
ty College ‘which is a Junior
College - I live at the moment
in Carlington ( Virginia ) -
US.A

Mr. (Fasheh since you
happened to have taught at
two different places what
is your opinion regarding the
standard of American  stu-
dens compared to Bir Zeit
College Students ?

There is a difference be-
tween Students in Community
Colleges and those in Univer-
sities - Community Colleges
have an open door policy
no minimum to enter the
College. Students at B.Z-C.
are imore selective and vou
find them to be of better qua-
lity than the students I taught
over there . ‘Also , Students
at B.Z.C. do not have any
alternative, they have to work
harder. I would say that the
way American Students judge
themselves s more  honest
than our Students and they
do not bargain for . marks .
Only one student did, and
he was originally from Iran .
Students usually look at gra-
des as a real measure of their
abilities If one is looking
for an easy way to get de-
grees there is always a place

for that therefore it de-
pends upon the University
you choose . 1 personally

treat my Students in the States
similar to what 1 did in
B.Z.C,

Do vou advise B.Z.C. stud-
ents to continue their Stud-
ies in the States ?

The only kinds of Univer-
sities I am familiar with are
American ones Since our

Students know English  well
and Study in American books
I believe they can cope with
the American Students , So
they can go to any Univer-
sity they want  Yet person-
ally . I prefer the Universi-
ties of Beirut and Turkey

because in the States there
are many opportunities , So
one could be lost , besides the
differences in standard
of living . thinking ,
iour, etc.

In the news room  Stud-
ents mwere introduced to the
only news agency available
at the house, the United Press
which receives news on a tele-
type machine directly from
New York.

The Students were directed
to the press room by Mr.
Rofa, the printing manager
The 'whole wmrocess of print-
ing, was described to the
students in  detail, fmaking
them familiar with the up-to-
date linotype machine which
is a modern and speed type-
setting machine casting solid
lines of type.

Our college is passing
through a vperiod whe:e the
Students have forgotten their
roles as students and as they
are, with the social problems
of the college thzy  should
co-operate and co-ordinate
their stvle of life according to
the co-educational  atmos-
phere.

We, since every individual
comes from a different socie-
ty, having different creeds and
beliefs, different style of life
and different ideas about the
other sex, our College is like
a flask containing all these
things together, set u» on fire
SO as to pive one Tesult.

It also may support
him when he starts adapting
and institutionalizing what is
new and beneficial to him
which he will be later oblig-
ed to be accustomed to and
face ar see in his daily life
within the college -

What is co-education ?
And what is its purpose ? 1Is
it founded because there are
not enough applicants, boys
and girls, to attend a separate
college, so both sexes are
gathered in what is called a
co-educational institute so as
to secure some expenses ? I
doubt it ! There is a pro-
found purpose behind this
all, Perhaps at the first mo-
ment you don’t get it. We
live in co- educational in-
situte and its first aim apart
from memorizing topics and
books , is to give better Ye-
sults for wunderstanding the
opposite sex.

I believe since every indi-
vidual is in need of a friend
of his own sex, he is also in
need of a friend of the other
sex with whom he or she
discusses problems together .

* Dir. Baramki, what about
Students who transfer to Ame-
rican Universities do they re-
ceive full credit for work done
at |B.Z.C and what are the
Universities that vou recom-
mend?

Practically, all students that
know of who transferred to
American Universities gradu-
ated, or will graduate this
year, without any loss in
terms of years, but may have
lost some credit, which could
be made wup during the Sum-
mer. We shall be compiling
a list of Universities to which
our Students have transferred
and ( can say in general, our
Students are doing well, and
we wouldn't be ashamed of
recommending any student 1o
these Universities.

* One ffinal question Dr.
Baramki, what are the out-
standing changes, that you
witnessed this vear, regard-
ing Students with different
backgrounds - and  their be-
haviour as College Students,
are vou satisfied or would
vou like them to behave dif-
ferently?

In general, I see a more
mature outlook, vet there are
cases where behaviour is mnot
exemplary. 1 am really quite
satisfied with this change that
I have seen, and as I said
there are still certain weak-
nesses that 1 like to see re-
medied, such as the Students
Council, where there is a lot
to be desired.

Another weakness is the
surprising lack of interese in
extra-curricular  activities
There are many activities that
a student can participate in,
but it seems that students are
taking it lightly and with utter
indifference, even sports are
not receiving enthusiasm and
zeal, while other activities
such as choir, deates and so
on. are also lacking?

study.

strict.

As far as graduation re-

quirements, Dr. Baramkj con-
tinued, they have been slight-
ly modified as of this year,
and number of credits requir-
ed is slightly less than be-
fore. .

* Dr. Baramki, we heard
that you are planning to go to
Beirut, could vou please tell
ug what is the nature of vour
visit. and whether A.UB re-
cognition of Bir Zeit College
is still in effect or not ?

It is true, 1 am leaving for
Beirut and particularly to visit
AUB some time in April
Naturally, it is our duty 10
see our ex-students, find out
how they are doing, and keep
up-to-date with the books and
syllabus. Also, to see what
we can do for the acceptance
of certain courses, $So that
our students may be advised
ang given the right and re-
quired information.
